Here are examples of 4 basic PTS* to use - what to say:

PTS to use with Noah and the last Days p2 2021

Today 1 use: About the cards: New cards are available (see tract tab)
Title now: “Fully Free Films.com” now 18 movies

Noah and the Last Days (on the MOVIE CARD in the rack)

_Point: "God is shouting out loud like he did in the Days of Noah.”
"I am God and you going to_know that I am”

(Note: Noah card used for ‘climate change & evil times & animal rights.)

You can say = "Have you heard about the Ark they built in KY?”
You can say = "Full size & exact duplicate of the first Ark.”

"Do you know why the first one was built?”
You can say = "Do you know the first time man was so destructive to
the earth & people that God had to step in and save it” "Noah & the
Ark”

Topic: ‘Global Warming or climate change’

You can say = "Do you know the name of the man who started
‘Global Warming’ - it was Adam of Garden of Eden”
“Why? he chose to bring sin into the world”

Topic: ‘Terrible Time’

You can say = “Yes you are right. This maybe the worst. You're really
going to want to want to watch this!
Society today is a lot like it was then, in the Day of Noah.
Look what God did - but it does have to happen to you!!”




Topic: ‘Animal Rights’

You can say = “You know who cares the most about the animals?
Will when the world flooded He had Noah build an Ark to save them.”
“You know they have built one in KY?’

Here is card - gives you a free link to the movie explaining why.”
